Sunday Reflection – Mahatma Gandi once said: “To a starving people the only form in which God can dare appear is in the 

form of food.” The EU has food mountains. We waste so much food today. This is criminal for we live in a world where at least a 

third of the people are hungry at any given moment. Mother Teresa tells how once in India she came across a family that hadn’t 

eaten for days. It was a Hindu family. So, she took a small quantity of rice and gave it to that family. What happened surprised her. 

The mother of the family divided the rice into two halves. Then she took half to the family next door, which happened to be a 

Muslim family. Seeing this she turned to the mother and asked: “Are there not enough of yourselves?” And the women replied 

simply: “But they haven’t eaten for days either.” “That”, said Mother Teresa, takes” greatness.” Her greatness consisted in being 

able to look beyond her own need.
