Pentecost Sunday

Reflection: Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful and kindle in them the fire of your love. At the end of Stewart
Parker’s play, Pentecost (set in Belfast during the most bitter days of the Ulster Workers strike in 1974), four characters argue together.
Each one is locked into old and painful memories of having been wronged, striving in different ways to escape the pervading despair.
Suddenly at the mention that Pentecost is near, Marian, is released from her emotional numbness and seeks another kind of future:

‘I want to live now. I want this house to live. We have committed sacrilege enough on life, in this place, in these times. We don’t just
owe it to ourselves; we owe it to our dead too... our innocent died. They’re not only our creditors for the life they never knew. We owe
them at least that — the fullest life for which they could ever have hoped, we carry those ghosts within us, to betray those hopes is the
real sin against the Christ, and I for one cannot commit it a day longer.’
